Product Description: Parallels Desktop for Mac is a software application that enables users to run
Windows OS and associated applications on a Mac device without rebooting.

Evaluation Methods Used: testing was performed by a person using VoiceOver, Zoom, Siri, Voice Control
tools (in mac0S), and Windows Narrator (in Windows OS). A tester emulated limited hearing, vision,
reach, strength, lack of perception of color, and speech.

This report covers the most popular product use case: when a user interacts with a Windows virtual
machine already set up on a system. The system is considered configured by an administrator, who
installs Parallels Desktop, Windows, and then fine-tunes the necessary settings before handing it over to
the user.

There are known issues with accessibility technologies in specific cases, like setup, configuration, and
multiple virtual machine management. They are noted below and in summary.

The
application can be comfortably operable by assistive technologies in a most typical scenario: the user
interacts with a Windows virtual machine already set up on a system. The system in this case is
considered configured by an administrator, who installs Parallels Desktop, Windows, and then fine-tunes
necessary settings, before handing it over to the user.

There are some limitations with accessibility technologies in specific cases, like setup, configuration, and
multiple virtual machine management. They are related to the following application functions and not
critical for using Windows OS in Parallels Desktop:

- If there is no text description for the “start” icon in the interface for managing multiple virtual
machines, the user should click on the start icon to start the selected virtual machine.

- Ifthere is no text description to open the virtual machine configuration from a virtual machine
window, the description and ability to open the configuration is available in the Mac menu.

- If a keyboard trap is found in the form for sending technical reports, this functionality is not
required to use the product.

- VoiceOver does not work for headers and rows of tables used in advanced configuration.
